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News trom the Embassy of lceland in London

Responsible Fisheries Management

The Embassy, in association with the Federation of
Icelandic Fishing Vessels Owners and Icelandic
Fish Producers, organised a Workshop at the
Embassy earlier this month on Responsible
Fisheries Management in Iceland. The purpose of
the workshop, which was chaired by Ambassador
Gunnlaugsson, was to present the state of cod and
haddock stocks in Icelandic waters and prospects
for the future. The workshop was addressed by
Einar Kr. Gudfinnson, Minister of Fisheries, and
Fridrik Jon Arngrimsson, CEO of the Federation of
Icelandic Fishing Vessel Owners. Dr Kristjan
Pérarinsson also of the Federation of Icelandic
Fishing Vessel Owners, presented The Role of the
Federation and the Economic and Management
Aspects of Icelandic Fisheries and Pborsteinn
Sigurdsson of the Marine Research Institute
presented The Biology, the Stock Status and
Outlook for Cod and Haddock in Icelandic Waters.
Kristrin Heimisdéttir, the Political Advisor to
Foreign Minister Ingibjorg Soélrin Gisladéttir was in
attendance. The workshop concluded with an
informal exchange of views and information
between producers/suppliers and buyers of
Icelandic fish products. Some 45 persons from the
Icelandic UK companies and producers, UK
supermarkets and UK wholesalers took part in the
workshop. The event was deemed so successful
that indications are that it will be repeated next
year.
